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Abstract

Claim validation is a highly demanding expert task which prevents the proliferation of mis-information. In the
recent years, we have seen a rapidly increasing interest in this problem domain. This interest is due to both the
task significance and the impressive advances in Al-/NLP-based approaches. The talk will present novel datasets
and problem definitions and experimental results related to automated claim validation. Besides, it will discuss
our recent work on open-domain argument retrieval and clustering for human claim validation. We will conclude
by outlining some open challenges for future research.
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
