requests by antilethering activists and animal rights groups.

Supporters of such proposals aflen recycle appalling pholos of dogs with bioady collars embedded in thelr necks and
starving dogs on chains with no water or sheiter. Pictures of such cruelty would horrify any dog lover

But are tethering bans really the solution their supportars suggest? Laws in all 50 states already make it a crime toleta

dog suffer injury from an embedded collar or to fail to provide a dog with necessary food, water and proper shelter. A

new ban on tethering is unikely to impact the actions of Iawbreakers who treat dogs cruelly in violation of existing laws.

Breeder Expertise, Thoughtful Analysis
Demonstrate Dangerous Flaws In 'Feel
Good' Dog Law

U.S. Senator Richard Durbin introduced the “"Puppy
Protection Act” (S. 4757), a companion to U.S. House Bill
4552—measures that the AKC has expressed concerns
about

The proposal establishes federal mandates for animal
care for pet breeders subject to USDA licensing and
inspections. While many people think of this as the
realm “commercial breeders”, it also impacts smal
spedalty and hobby breeders
