Duties and Responsibilities

National 

• Attend meetings with SHPE national staff, Board of Directors, chapters, event committees, 

and partner organizations. 

• Travel and support national/regional conferences and events. 

• Communicate and collaborate as appropriate with Regional Graduate Representatives 

across seven regions. 
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Regional 

• Work towards the development of regional-wide events aimed at fostering connections 

among SHPE chapters in the region to establish graduate representative positions at the 

local level. 

• Advocate for the interests and concerns of graduate student members within the regional 

team. 

• Represent the regional graduate membership effectively and manage social media platforms 

including reposting SHPE news, internship, and academic opportunities. 

Local 

• Build and maintain a strong connection with Graduate members in the region. Link them to 

relevant opportunities including hosting and coordinating networking events and other 

initiatives to foster a sense of community among graduate student members. 

• Address inquiries from graduate student members promptly regarding SHPE, available 

resources, and regional team support via email, social media, and other communication 

platforms. 

• Participate in the SHPE National Graduate Committee (NGC) to stay informed and contribute 

to national initiatives. 

• Support conflict resolution for all chapters and members in the region, engaging and 

escalating to SHPE staff to support as needed.

• Willingness to collaborate with Regional team, the Region's chapters, and SHPE staff to 

implement strategic directions set by SHPE's National Board of Directors.

• Superior customer service skills. 

• Demonstrated ability to work both independently and collaboratively.
